
 
Scripture Passage: Abraham’s Servant, Eliezer, Tells the Truth  (Genesis 24:1-67) 
What’s the Point?  Telling the truth means being honest and keeping your word. 
Memory Verse:  Do not lie to each other, since you have taken off your old self with its 
practices and have put on the new self.  (Colossians 3:9,10) 
 
1st & 2nd Grade Pre-Service 

• Greet students as they come in and award Bible Bucks: 1 Bible Buck (BB) for attendance, 1 BB for 
bringing their Bible, 5 BB for reciting the Memory Verse, and 5 BB for bringing a friend/new guest. 

• Memory Verse Actions: A worksheet with actions to our new memory verse will be provided in each 
classroom.  Be sure to practice these with your students as they learn the memory verse.  It will be 
taught and reviewed in large group as well. 

 
SMALL GROUP 
Bible Story Review & Discussion 

• Ask, “Who can tell me what it means to tell the truth?”  (Being honest & keeping your word) 
• “As we learned in large group today, telling the truth means that you tell things exactly as they are.  You 

don’t add anything.  You don’t leave anything out.  You don’t try to make people think things are 
different than they are.” 

• “How do we know when someone is telling the truth?”  (it can be proven with facts, it is right & real, etc) 
• “In today’s Bible story we heard about a servant who chose to tell the truth.  I’m going to review the 

story with you, but the story will have some mistakes.  It’s your job to correct those mistakes according 
to the facts we heard in large group.  When you hear a mistake, raise your hand, and I’ll call on 
someone to correct the mistake.  Are you ready?  Then let’s go!” 

o Abraham had a servant named Eli Manning (Eliezer).  Now Abraham asked Eliezer to travel to a 
far away town to find a wife for his son Isaac.  Eliezer disobeyed (obeyed) and loaded up gifts 
on several goats (camels).  When Eliezer finally reached the faraway town he stopped at the local 
mall (well).  Eliezer partied (prayed) and asked for God’s help to find a wife for Isaac.  A lady 
named Rebekah came out to the well with a water bottle (water jar).  Because she drew water 
for Eliezer and all of his camels, Eliezer knew that Rebekah was the wrong choice (right choice) 
for Isaac.  Eliezer gave gifts of gold coins (jewelry) to Rebekah.  Eliezer even spoke with 
Rebekah’s friends (family) and told them about Abraham, Isaac, and the reason for his journey.  
In the end, Rebekah refused (agreed) to marry Isaac.  Because Eliezer told lies (the truth), God 
blessed his efforts. 

• “Great job!  I can tell that you were listening to today’s story about telling the truth!  Remember that God 
wants us to tell the truth at all times, just like Eliezer did!”

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Activity Page – Truth or Lies Situations 
Supplies: Cartoon page, crayons, and colored pencils 
Description: This cartoon page will help students understand the difference between telling the truth and 
telling lies. 
Getting Started: 

• Say, “Not everyone chooses to tell the truth.  In fact, there are a lot of people who choose to tell lies.  
We’re going to take a look at this cartoon page and see some examples of the lies people tell.  We’ll also 
discover what truthful thing God would want us to say instead.” 

• Pass out Truth or Lies Situations cartoon page, crayons, and/or colored pencils.   
• Reach each situation aloud to your students or call on a volunteer to read it. 
• Follow with some questions relating to the situation.  (i.e.  Who is lying?  How did he/she lie?  What is 

the lie?  Does this lie hurt anyone?  What could this person have done instead of lying?) 
• In the last box, encourage students to draw or write out their own truthful endings.  Allow students to 

color their cartoon page. 
 
Game – Truth or Dare! 
Supplies: Coin, List of questions, Consequence cards  
How to Play: Choose a student volunteer to come to the front of the room, and read him/her a question from 
the provided question sheet.  Before the student answers, have him/her flip a coin in such a way that the rest 
of the class can’t see the result.  If the coin lands on tails, the student will give a truthful answer.  If the coin 
lands on heads, the student will tell a lie.  The rest of the class should vote on whether the student is telling the 
truth or a lie.  If they catch the student lying, that student must pick a consequence card and follow the 
directions on the card.  If the class says the student is telling a lie when he/she is actually telling the truth, a 
representative for the whole class must pick a consequence card and follow the directions on the card. 
Playing the Game:   

• Say, “If you haven’t noticed already, the name of our lesson series is TRUTH & CONSEQUENCES.  
Remember that we can recognize truth because it can be proven with facts, it is right, it is real, and it 
has nothing taken away  and nothing is added.  However, when we choose to tell lies—things that 
aren’t the truth—we must be willing to face the consequences that come with telling those lies.  Let’s 
play a game about telling the truth.  You will each take turns playing this game.” 

• Go over instructions with students and pick the first volunteer. 
• Ask the first question from the provided question list, and have the volunteer flip the coin to determine 

whether he/she will answer truthfully or  with a lie. 
• Ask the class, “Do you think he/she is telling the truth?” 
• If the group correctly guesses that a volunteer is lying, have that student perform a consequence card.  

If the student tells the truth but the group guesses that he/she is lying, have the group perform a 
consequence card.  If the volunteer is telling the truth and everyone knows it, he/she can sit down. 

• Continue until everyone has had a chance to flip the coin and answer a question. 
• Finish, “Some of our consequences were fun or silly.  But usually lies bring bad or not-so-fun 

consequences.  Just think about what would have happened if Eliezer had told lies in today’s story.  
(Brainstorm those ideas together)  These consequences show us why it is so important to tell the truth. 
Our main point for the Truth & Consequences lesson series is: I will tell the truth and honor God!”   

• Have students repeat this main point with you. 
 
Closing Prayer 
Dear God, we know that You always tell the truth and that You want us to do the same.  But it’s not always 
easy.  Please help us to be both truthful and kind in everything we say and do.  Thank you, Lord.  Amen.

• Skip around the room 
• Walk like a duck 
• Make a funny face
